Project "Youth Vote Europe/ES-11-E127-2013-R2 is a multilateral youth exchange and it aims to raise awareness among young people regarding the EU Citizenship and the rights that go with it and to promote the importance elections of 2014. In this context, groups of young people from 5 different countries (Spain, Poland, Italy, Romania and Turkey) representing a mix group of 25 young people and young people with fewer opportunities, will meet in Galicia, Spain in order to get a deeper knowledge about EU, its institutions, European citizenship, the decision making procedures and about the European Parliament and its role in our future. Also, the young participants will work together in multicultural teams, in order to develop an Action Plan aiming to raise awareness regarding the project topics among other young people, by implementing this Plan in their local communities, once the exchange week has finalized. Project dates : 21 to 27 October 2013 (excluding travel dates). 


Progetto “Orientamenti  interculturali per la cittadinanza” - PROG-103940  CUP F85F12000190005, Finanziato dal Ministero dell’Interno -  Fondo Europeo per l'Integrazione di Cittadini di Paesi  Terzi. Il progetto intende promuovere l’inclusione sociale e la  partecipazione attiva alla vita democratica dei giovani di origine  straniera presenti nel territorio di Roma, tutelandone il diritto  all’istruzione, favorendone un migliore inserimento scolastico e sociale,  promuovendo il contributo dei giovani migranti al dialogo interculturale e  al futuro del sistema del Paese. 

Project Out of the Window/TR-11-E319-2013-R1 will take place from  07th of September 2013 – 14th of September 2013 in Çanakkale (Troy,  Dardanelles), Turkey. The main theme of our project to raze awareness about  environment and nature by using outdoor sports, to reflect on global climate  changes and learning by intercultural activities. Through the unifying power of sport activities and motivation, we aim to achieve self-confidence and healthy  lifestyle. 

The  training course "S.E.E. - Social Entrepreneurship Education"/TR-31-E27-2013-R1 will take place 12-17 August  2013 in Canakkale, Turkey. During five days of training volunteers, trainers and  social workers, representing a mixed group of youth workers and youth with fewer  opportunities, from 6 different countries (Italy, Republic of Moldova,  Azerbaijan, Georgia, Greece and Turkey) will meet to learn about social entrepreneurship, acquiring the needed knowledge and skills to generate  innovative and sustainable solutions by an asset based approach that engage   local communities in solving social problems. The participants will also learn  from the best practices of social entrepreneurship exploring the multicultural environment and intercultural communication. 

Project “New ideas:   inclusion, non formal education and youth  initiatives””/ IT-31-E2-2013-R1. 
The training course will take place in the  Republic of Moldova from 27 July -2 August 2013. During seven  days of training, 31 participants :  volunteers, trainers and social  workers, representing a mixed group of youth  workers and youth with  fewer opportunities,  from 6 different countries  (Portugal, Moldova,  Ukraine, Azerbaijan, Turkey and Italy)  will meet to learn and raise their voices on regards to the non  formal education, learn new inclusion methods and youth initiatives, as well as share the youth practices, thus enriching their knowledge, skills and competencies in this field. This training will be facilitated by  creative  activities, excursions and special workshops. The activities are planed to be done in multicultural teams thus the participants will have the opportunity to gain experience in a multicultural environment. 


Project “EcoAct”/IT-11-E256-2012-R3 
Groups of young people, from 4 different countries: Italy, Romania, Turkey, Portugal and Spain representing a mixt group of young people and young people with fewer opportunities, will meet in Italy to attend and get a deeper knowledge on   environment and climate change, raising young people's awareness and   mobilization in tackling global environmental challenges and climate change   thus encouraging the development of green skills and behaviors among young  people and youth leaders and their commitment to a more sustainable growth,   focusing on benefits of exploring cultural diversity and its implications. This   training will be facilitated by creative and sport activities, excursions and   special workshops. Furthermore, the activities are planed to be done in teams,   thus the youth will have to learn to work together in a culturally diverse   teams. 


Project “Art  in 6’senses”  /TR-11-E702-2012-R3 outlines the 6 important feelings of human kind. Human  beings have  a multitude of senses. Sight, hearing , taste, smell, and  touch are the five traditionally recognized and the only senses proven  to be existent in humans. Therefore the sixth sense; feeling in which we aim to discover by kinesthetic  ways. The young people will have the  various opportunities to work with local  artists and also with the other young participants from different countries.  They will learn how to  express themselves in different types of art, they will  be able to  communicate with art as a common language and bond their abilities   with  their 6 senses. They will discover the concept of ‘Art is also using our  emotions’ and study art from the past to present in workshops. By  providing  different workshops with the support of non-formal education  the youngsters  will learn to learn,   learn to support each other, to  get to know  themselves and to improve their own skills. The workshops  will also increase  the awareness and the importance of the influence of  religion on art. The main  focus of our Project is to provide the  cooperation of young people from  different countries under the same roof of art. And to evoke the awareness of  our 6 human senses and strengthen the concept of ‘emotions are a common language in every country’. Other than art skills the participants will be given  information about the  European support buddies and their actions such as SALTO,  Eurodesk and  YiA programs. There will be 7  countries : Italy , Portugal , UK , Lithuania ,  Bulgaria ,  Romania and Turkey. There will be 6 young people ( age 18-25 )  and 1  group leader ( no age limit).It  will be  in Ankara, Turkey. 


Project “ I CAN DO IT” in Balikesir, Turkey from 01-09 march 201. The Project aims to increase  the knowledge of young people on social  inclusion and European Citizenship  through culture and art. The cultural and art activities planned are :   movie  making, sharing/learning  intercultural dances and ceramic workshops as well as  many interesting  visits. These activities will aim to improve creativity skills  of young  people. The project also aims to underline the importance of art in  European countries.  There will be 20 participants in total from:   Bulgaria, Italy, Lithuania and Turkey.
