Attivita’ 2014 

Project “Open windows”, will take place in Zagarolo (Rome), Italy from 1 to 8 November 2014 and will be hosted by the Volunteering Association INCREDERE with 8 partner organizations from Portugal, Spain, Greece, Turkey, Croatia, Romania, Slovakia and Bulgaria. The Project is implemented with financial support from the European Commission through the ERASMUS + Program. During the project the participants representing volunteers, trainers and youth workers, being a mixed group of youth and youth with fewer opportunities, will meet to learn and share their knowledge about intercultural communication, how to use IT in social work, how to build partnerships, develop leadership skills and new projects.


Project You(th) and Non-Formal Education are the Best!, 25th October – 1st November 2014, Snina, Slovak Republic -  is a 8 days Mobility of youth workers - Key Action 1 (KA1) of Erasmus+ programme. This activity will gather 35 participants - youth leaders and youth workers, coming from 13 European countries (Albania, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Hungary, Italy, Lithuania, Macedonia, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Spain, Turkey, Ukraine). Project is being realized by group of young people active in youth work called EPYG - Euro-project youth group on behalf of the partner network of youth organizations active in the youth work in the region of Snina town in eastern Slovakia. Aims and objectives of the training course are: To exchange the best practices in the field of youth work, to strengthen the exchange of experiences and competences within the youth organizations, To implement, develop and support the non-formal education methods, their meaning in the education process and in a life of young people , To analyze the role of NFE and to distinguish the differences in the formal, informal and non-formal education within the common Europe, To support intercultural learning, analyse of intercultural diversity at international level - emphasize of cultural traditions and habbits in different countries, To explore the possibilities of Erasmus+ Programme and analyze the role and perception of non-formal education (including the key competences of Youhpass certificate), To increase the communication and presentation skills of youth workers in order to implement non-formal methods in an efficient way, To encourage young people to use outdoor activities as a tool of non-formal learning process



Project “Our common identity - the future of Europe”, 29.09 –11.10.2014, Rhodope Mountain Plovdiv, Bulgaria The "Our common identity - the future of Europe" is a youth exchange, conceived and realized with the efforts of young people from 6 countries - Czech Republic, Romania, Italy, Spain, Turkey and Bulgaria. The theme of the project, discussed and chosen by all groups of participants is "National Identity and Cultural Diversity - priceless treasure of the United Europe." Other topics will be also discussed: "My country and the European Union", "Tolerance and understanding between religions", "How to start your own small business", "Healthy lifestyle - a better alternative", "Can I be a volunteer?", "Future joint activities and projects "and others.
Project “ STOP the BULLY” is going to target in how to locate and recognize the false behavior and bad practices inside the school environment, on Internet, into working area, inside the frames of the family, even into the internal function of a state and into the relations of the state and its citizens


Project “ Outdoor empowers You(th)” / CZ-43-E35-2013-R3 , from 29th to 6th September 2014,  in Lechovice, Czech Republic .  The training course “Outdoor empowers You(th)!” will gather 30 young people from 11 European countries (Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Hungary, Italy, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Spain and Turkey). Main themes for the project are: youth (un)employment, youth empowerment, youth entrepreneurship and youth mobility. 


Project “ Volunteering for Good”/ TR-11-E929-2013-R3. Groups of young people, from five different countries: Italy, Spain, Romania, Turkey and Greece, representing a mix group of young people and young people with fewer opportunities, will  meet in Turkey to attend and get a deeper knowledge on volunteering and volunteering work, the advantages to become a volunteer, volunteering as a way to become an active citizen, develop leadership skills and learning the opportunities of social work, focusing on benefits of exploring cultural diversity and its implications. This is action 1.1 and the youth exchange will be facilitated by creative activities, visits and special workshops. All 25 participants and youth leaders will interact and work based on non formal methods during 7 days. Also there will be enough space offered to the participants to share their experiences and share their views on the topic of the project. The visits to the local organizations and local authorities will foster youth knowledge on the topic and establish networks for future cooperation. Furthermore, the activities are planned to be done in teams, thus the youth will therefore have to learn to work together in a culturally diverse teams.
